3. Enclose a check payable to WES PTA for $14.00 (NO CASH PLEASE!) 
4. Enclose your check and order form in an envelope marked “Birthday Books-

Library”.  Send with your child to school. 

Your child’s name and birthday will be placed inside the front cover on a personalized 
nameplate.  A group picture will be taken each month and displayed on the wall outside 

the library.  When the book is ready, your child will be the first to check it out!
